Bear Spring Hike - Sat. Mar. 6, 9:00 a.m. FFFOOOSSSCCC   
Enjoy an easy, 6-mile, natural history interpretive walk to Bear Springs via the old aqueduct which supplied water to gold 
miners at Kentucky Camp.  There will be time to view the Santa Rita Mts. and high grassland plains of Santa Cruz Co. and 
have a leisurely lunch at Bear Creek Falls.  Meet at the intersection of Gardner Canyon Road and State Route 83, 4+ 
miles north of Sonoita.

Meet 1 mile south of the intersection of Rio Rico Drive and Pendleton Drive, north of Nogales, at the Sonoita 
Creek Natural Area kiosk.  Kiosk is located on the SW corner of the Rio Rico Recreation Center grounds, near the ball 
fields.
